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Trade News

The year 2010 is round the corner and
there is widespread expectation that
it will be a harbinger of good times
again. India is recovering from the
effects of financial melt down that
struck the world in November 2008
causing deep recession. With healthy
growth rates in the second and third
quarter of the current fiscal the stage
is set for dynamic revival.

In Gujarat, the revival is reflected in
the return of entrepreneurs to the
glitter of diamond industry which lost
its sheen last year in the wake of
global slump forcing those engaged
in diamond business seek new
pastures in embroidery business. But
now diamonds are forever again with
the global recession receding fast.

Surat, which is the diamond hub of
Gujarat, is now witnessing a trek back
by diamond traders to their original
business.  This development has
occurred in the wake of demand for
diamond picking up fast both in India
and the Overseas.

If diamond trade is in for good times,
textiles cannot be far behind, with
apparel business also showing signs
of recovery.  It is to be hoped that
diamond and textiles, growth engines
of Gujarat, will regain the lost
momentum in the next 100 days. That
will be the best news for Gujarat,
which will be observing completion of
50 golden years as a separate state
on May 1, 2010.
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In pursuit of its strategy to make
Gujarat as India’s leading maritime
state, the state government has taken
on hand a project to improve road
connectivity to nine ports across the
state. The improved connectivity will
make port operations efficient.
The implementation of the project to
begin in January 2010 will involve
widening, repairing and re-surfacing a
total of 123 kilometeres  of road
stretch connecting the ports to the
nearest state and national highways.
The project will entail a capital
expenditure of Rs 180 crores.
Work will be carried out at Mundra-
Luni-Vadala road (Kutch), Vadinar
approach road (Jamnagar), Sanjan
Nargol road (Valsad), Bilimora
Municipality-Dholai Port road
(Navsari), National Highway –Dholera
port (Ahmedabad), Sirachha-Mundra
port (Kutch), Ghogha-Tansa port
(Bhavnagar), Rajula-Jaffrabad port
(Amreli) and Naliya-Jakhau (Kutch).
On an average road connecting ports
to highways are about seven meteres
wide in Gujarat. But after the

completion of the project the roads
will be at least 10 meteres wide.
Polymer modified Bitumen will be
used to increase their life.
To ensure quality in construction the
state will give contracts only to those
construction agencies which are
enrolled with it. The construction
agency will have to provide a warranty
of at least three years. There will be
third party inspections carrying out
random checks at the construction
sites. When project is completed, the
roads will meet international
standards.

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Healthy economic growth in India is
increasingly supported by robust
industrial growth. One of the relatively
lesser known but significant sectors
that support almost all industrial
activity - the logistics sector - is also
witnessing this Growth as a follow
through. However, notwithstanding its
importance and Size (INR 4 trillion),
it has traditionally not been accorded
the attention it deserves as a separate
sector in itself.
The level of inefficiency in logistics
activities in the country has been very
higha-cross all modes. With the
evolving business environment
creating a strong demand pull for
quality and efficient logistics
services, core issues around enabling
infrastructure, regulatory environment

(Logistics is the process of planning, implementing, and controlling the efficient,
cost effective flow and storage of raw materials, in-process inventory, finished
goods and related information from point of origin to point of consumption so as
to meet customer requirements. In layman’s terms, it is all that goes into
ensuring that the right material reaches the right place at the right time. The
importance of this sector justifies a deeper look at its unique characteristics, a
very important one being its manpower intensity says a study of Indian Logistics
Industry by KPMG the global consulting organization. We feature some of the
highlights of the study. — Editor).

and the fragmented nature of the
industry are being overcome
gradually.
The required pace of efficiency and
quality improvement will demand
rapid development of capabilities of
logistics service providers. And with
logistics being a service oriented
sector, skill development will emerge
as a key capability. While skill issues
exist in varying degrees in all
segments of logistics, this paper
focuses on those segments where
the gaps are not only wide but also
widening at a relatively fast pace. The
most severe and immediate
requirement for skill development is
found to be in the road freight and
warehousing segments.
Taking a deeper look at the work
profile in these segments, it is seen
that the specific profiles which need
to be developed most both in terms
of quality and quantity are truck
drivers, loading supervisors,
warehouse managers and seafarers.
Truck drivers constitute the profile with
the most critical skill gaps in the road
freight segment. The profession
attracts largely illiterate people with
no formal training for the job. Most of
them graduate from working as
helpers or driving smaller vehicles. We

estimate that while there are around
3 million truck drivers.
For M & HCV in the country currently,
this number is likely to swell to nearly
5-1 million by 2015. Even if 50 percent
of all drivers in India were to be trained,
almost 100 institutes of the size and
scale of the existing one in Namakkal
would 2 be required to be set up in
the next 7-8 years.
Our recommendations are thus
centered on four key themes:
1. Creation of a robust institu-

tional framework for creating
logistics Manpower .
Setting  up and operation of training
infrastructure and systems is an
activity that requires a long term
view and significant upfront
investment making it akin to most
sectors where government
participation becomes necessary
(like public infrastructure), at least
in the initial stages.
The key reason for the lack of such
an infrastructure for logistics
(especially in the case of road
logistics) in India is the limited
extent of government support for
the same.
It would be good to create a nodal
logistics association or at least one
for each segment for which sector
players would have to come
together. Across industries, it is
associations like this that take up
such industry causes and act as
platforms for representing industry
issues to the government. The lack
of such an association in this
sector is an anomaly that would
need to be removed for such
interventions to be successful.
Another option is for private
entrepreneurs or business groups
to explore setting up commercial

ventures around provision of such
training services. In this case, these
private players would need to invest
in building credibility with industry
players.

2. Creation of incentives for
development of skills for
logistics employees
While establishment of institutional
infrastructure for training would
address the supply creation
concerns, there is a need for
explicit creation of demand for
training. Demand creation could be
achieved through a combination of
the following

3. Creation of a certification /
grading system and recognition
of the same in the recruitment
and progression of employees
by companies. This system would
need to be developed by industry
players coming together on a
common platform like an industry
association.

4. Developing more credibility
and enhancing perception of
the utility of training through
implementation of innovative
training practices like
apprenticeship. This would
require that training provided by
institutions is sufficiently
complemented by ‘hands-on’
practical lessons. Visible up
gradation of the skills in terms of
knowledge of latest technology,
work practices and hence the better
career opportunities to people
undergoing training would create a
natural incentive for greater
enrolment into training.

5. Undertaking of initiatives to
uplift the image of the industry
Greater investment is required from
industry players in employee
welfare and ensuring the basic
safety systems are in place.
Unethical practices need to be
controlled through disincen-
tivisation of cash transactions. A

closer look at pay and progression
policies is also warranted - given
that growth and profitability outlook
for the industry is positive, sharing
the benefits of growth with
employees would be important.
While implementing these

improvement initiatives is critical, it is
equally important to communicate
improvements to the target group of
recruits. The best way to achieve this
would be to launch a media campaign
to deliver messages on improvements
that are being undertaken. This
exercise can be effectively carried out
by industry associations in respective
segments in association with external
advertising agencies. Acceleration of
the drivers of consolidation, integration
and organization in the industry.
The following government led initiatives
would go a long way in evolving an
efficient industry structure amenable
not just to the development of man-
power but of the sector as a whole.
1. Granting industry status to the

logistics sector will bring focus,
greater organization and an
integrated approach to the
development of logistics

2. Continued liberalization of trade
will necessitate building of scale
to ensure global coverage. Easier
trade between countries is creating
increased demand for logistics and
the emergence of global logistics
hubs like Dubai, Singapore and
Rotterdam. Many global logistics
companies are building strong
networks in the developing
countries, different from the
signatory presence of the earlier
times. This will create a stronger
demand for skilled manpower and
a similar performance demand from
the domestic logistics companies
which will increase the demand
even further.

3. Continued liberalization of foreign
investment will enable entry of
MNCs with an established practice
of outsourcing logistics and hence
drive the need for larger scale best
practice driven outsourced
logistics.

4. Development of enabling
infrastructure  will create the base
for achievement of greater
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Trinidad and Tobago lie in the
Caribbean Sea off the northeast coast
of Venezuela. Trinidad, the bustling
Port of Spain is its capital. The
economy of Trinidad and Tobago is
the largest and most industrialized in
the Caribbean region on the strengths
of its rich and liquefied natural gas
reserves.

The trade
which was highly tilted in India’s favour
till 2006 is now in that country’s
favour. During 2007-08, exports from
India increased to over US$ 136 million
but imports were worth at US$ 174
million.  This was mainly due to LNG.

Indian exports comprise pharma-
ceuticals, ayurvedic, herbal products,
readymade garments and food stuff
including spices, auto spare parts,

sports goods and consumer goods.
These items have emerged as areas
of great potential in the future as well.

Considering the complimentary nature
of the two economies and the planned
integration of the Caribbean region
under the title Caribbean Single
Market and Economy, the Trinidad
and Tobago market is going to be
increasingly attractive to Indian
exports.

T&T import partners are USA
accounting for 27%, Brazil 10%,
Venezuela 8%, and Coloumbia 6%.
India is still to figure in this league.
The main commodities imported by
T&T are mineral fuels, lubricants,
machinery, transportation equipment,
manufactured goods, food, chemicals
and live animals.

T&T is focusing on attaining the status
of a fully developed nation by the year
2020. Accordingly emphasis is laid on
the development of energy, health,
education, manufacturing, financial
services and tourism. All these fields
offer enormous opportunities for state
entrepreneurs to do business with T&T.

This is because T&T has earned a
reputation as an excellent investment
site for international business. Its front
line industries are petroleum based
units, food processing, cement,
beverages, cotton textiles. These offer
tremendous scope for joint ventures
for T&T as well as third country
markets. Indian companies can
transfer the technologies, invest in
Trinidad and Tobago and can form joint
ventures with local companies.

On the trade side there is potential
for export of home furnishing,
pharmaceuticals, hospital
accessories, automotive spare parts
and paint brush. Trinidad as a base
for exporting to other Caribbean
markets can be extensively explored.

(ACE), an international cargo airline,
is on the runway to commence
operations in January-February
2010. This was disclosed at a press
conference organised at Hotel
Shangri-La here on December 2.
The airline had received the green
signal from the Union Ministry of Civil
Aviation way back in 2008 to launch
a cargo airline.
Emirates Sky Cargo has appointed
a General Sales Agent (GSA) in
Slovenia, taking its number of offline
stations in Europe to 12.
Mr. Prakash Nair, Emirates
Manager Network Cargo Sales
Development, said, “We have
appointed Sky.XS as our agents in
Slovenia. Sky.XS will bring the level
of professionalism that Emirates
Sky Cargo customers across six
continents have come to expect
from us.”
Slovenia is part of the fast growing
Central Europe region. Cargo will be
trucked from the capital Ljubljana
to Emirates’ directly served stations
of Vienna and Venice which are
served by daily flights.
The increased focus on logistics by
the authorities, its critical
importance in a developing India and
the huge investments required,
presented a plethora of opportunities
for Private Equity (PE) to look at it
as a key sector to put in capital and
bring in value additions. This was
the general refrain at the India
Supply Chain Council’s first summit
on Private Equity in Logistics that
successfully concluded in Mumbai
recently.
However, the general inefficiencies
and lack of integration in the sector,
among other things, presented their
own unique challenges and strategic
considerations, it was cautioned.
Private equity, it was highlighted,
would provide strategic advice,
management support, implemen-
tation oversight, and could facilitate

a network of alliances and
partnerships to make a company’s
investments succeed. It could be
advisor, sounding board, facilitator,
and would be focused, result-
oriented, driving processes and
corporate governance and insisting
on standards. There were differing
views on whether PE funds needed
to be more, or less, involved in the
functioning of a company and
whether sector-specific funds would
be the better option, bringing in more

The Warehouse Handbook:
Storage and Materials Handling
This article is an abridged extract
from The Warehouse Handbook,
recently published by Log. India
The term Material Handling
Equipment (MHE) or Systems is
often used loosely to refer to three
types of assets in a warehouse:
storage equipment, vehicles, and
mechanisation. The Webster’s
Dictionary describes the term
Storage as: The activity of placing
or depositing goods in a store or
warehouse for safekeeping until the
goods are required at another facility
location, workstation, or by the
customer.
Storage methods are thus often
characterised based on the cubic
feet of a given item that may be
stored in a given location of that
storage method or mode. For items

that require a great deal of physical
space there are Pallet Storage
methods. For items that require a
few cartons be stored in the
warehouse, there are different case-
storage methods.
The choice of a storage method is
important. It can impact the labour
efficiency and response time of a
warehouse and, more importantly,
the size of a warehouse.
Consider the example of a book
wholesaler. For popular titles, the
wholesaler will need to ship 25
cases or a full pallet’s worth of the
bestseller to large retail stores in
Mumbai. This means the
wholesaler is going to store
hundreds of cases of this book
when the publisher releases it to his
warehouse.
If the wholesaler chooses to store
these cases in a case-storage
mode such as book shelves, his
staff, when an order comes, will run
around grabbing cases off shelves.
This form of case-picking can rarely
be done faster than 40 cases per
man-hour. If he chooses to store
these cases in a pallet storage
mode (25 cases to a pallet), he
must merely drive over to the area
where the pallets are stored, retrieve
the pallet (using a counterbalanced
forklift truck), and then drive it down
to the dock.
In India, labor is inexpensive as
compared to the cost of material
handling equipment, so the choice
of a storage method usually is
going by one particular storage
method versus another.
We move to the common types of
storage and handling systems in
use in the warehouses of today.
Palletised storage methods the
pallet is the most common unit load
used in warehouses. Most pallets
are wooden, but nowadays they are
also made of plastic or metal.

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g The Export-Import Bank of India

(Exim Bank) is set to sign a $100-
million Line of Credit (LoC) with
Russia’s Bank for Development
and Foreign Economic Affairs.”
This will help promote export of
capital goods. The deal will
materialize soon according to
Exim Bank’s Executive Director,
Mr. Prabhakar Dalal.

g Agarbatti has finally been declared
a handicraft product under the new
duty drawback rates. Manufa-
cturers have been demanding such
a categorisation for long. Agarbatti
has been brought under the
jurisdiction of the Export
Promotion Council for Handicrafts
(EPCH) from CHEMEXCIL. The
industry can also now get duty
refund on input costs. This
decision is expected to boost
exports of handicrafts, bringing in
additional orders of at least Rs 500
crore for the sector, Mr. Raj Kumar
Malhotra, Chairman of EPCH,
said. The agarbatti market in the

country has been estimated at Rs
1,000-1,200 crore.  Its exports
have risen from 2,056 million
tonnes in 2005-06 to 3,509 million
tonnes in 2007-08.

g The Finance Ministry has clarified
that gold and silver jewellery
exporters can avail of drawback
rates. Drawback payments entitle
exporters to get refund of duty they
paid on the inputs used in the
manufacture of the export products.
For gold jewellery exports, an all-
industry drawback rate of Rs 22.60
per gram of net gold has been
announced. In the case of silver
jewellery, the drawback rate has
been pegged at Rs 1,030 per kg of
the net silver content.
The other items entitled to drawback
benefits are wooden bats (sports
goods); bells, gongs, statuettes,
ornaments, picture frames of
aluminium and iron and steel;
leather safety footwear with
protective metal toe; jars and
perfume bottles and lanterns/lamps
made of glass.
A deal to end the world’s longest-
running trade dispute over import
tariffs on bananas is virtually
complete, The European Union and
Latin America had hoped to wrap
up a deal   to end the 16-year-old
“banana wars”. An agreement would
also need the endorsement of
African, Caribbean and Pacific
(ACP) countries and the United
States. The deal could have impact
on Indian banana exports.

g The bilateral trade between India
and Myanmar is likely to grow to
$1 billion in 2009-10, up from $951
million in 2008-09, according to
Mr. U Kyi Thein, Myanmar
Ambassador to India. While teak,
timber, maize and pulses formed

the major items of export from
Myanmar into India, steel, cement,
fertiliser and pharmaceuticals were
the major items of import into
Myanmar, Mr. Thein said while
speaking at an interactive session
on border trade organised by the
Indian Chamber of Commerce.

g Asia is at the heart of three trade
triangles, comprising intra-Asia,
Middle East-Africa-Asia and Latin
America-Asia, that are expected to
contribute to almost 40 per cent of
global trade by 2028, says a report
prepared by global logistics player
DHL.
The report, released at the recent
Asia-Pacific Economic Corpo-
ration’s (APEC) CEO Summit,
forecasts that trade within the three
high-growth triangles will shape the
global economy in the future. DHL
expected China to account for some
40 per cent of intra-Asia trade, led
by raw materials’ imports and
exports of textiles, industrial
machinery, telecommunications
and office equipment and foodstuff.
Volumes with Korea, Taiwan,
Japan, Hong Kong and Thailand
would continue to dominate, but
India, Indonesia and Malaysia were
also expected to rise. But future
growth would come from China’s
trade with South Africa, Saudi
Arabia and the UAE through
China’s imports of raw materials—
crude oil, iron ore—and exports of
textiles, apparel, machinery and
metal products.
Likewise, India would also be
a factor in this growth. Raw
materials would be key imports
while exports would be various
foodstuff and textiles destined for
the Middle East.

* Block Stacking: The most basic
method that one can use to store
pallets is just stacking the pallets
one over another.

* Selective Pallet Rack: The
workhorse of pallet storage
methods is the Selective Pallet
Rack. This method is used in
situations where you only need to
store a few pallets of a given item.

* Double Deep Selective Pallet Rack:
This method allows you to store four
pallets per bay, i.e. two lanes side
by side that are each two pallets
deep.

* Drive-In Rack: Is used for situations
where you need to store lots of
pallets of the same item, Drive-In
or Drive-Through Racking, another
type, uses cantilever beams to
support the vertical stacking
structure. A Drive-In Rack has only
one access, as opposed to a Drive-
Through, where pallets can be
stored at one end and removed at
another.

* Push-Back Rack: This rack is also
used for situations where you need
to store a lot of pallets of the same
item. All columns in this type of
racking have inclined rails along
which pallets are pushed up and
into the racking by a forklift truck.

* Automated Storage and Retrieval
Systems (AS/RS): This system
has gained popularity in modern
warehouses in India, since it makes

excellent use of floor area and
delivers high level of throughput.
An AS/RS system is essentially a
specially designed Selective Pallet
Rack system that uses a robot
(called a ‘crane’) to put away and
retrieve pallets stored within the rack
structure. The advantage of these
systems in India is that the square-
footage required can go down even
further because the robots can
reach heights of 90’ or greater,
whereas the vehicles used to
access standard selective pallet
rack can reach heights of only 30’.
The aisles required are also
narrower for the robots than for
conventional vehicles.
AS/RS racks do have an advantage
over conventional rack in areas of
large seismic activity. Rack
supported structures such as those
used by an AS/RS are cheaper to
construct and outfit for seismic
zones than conventional storage
and building space.

Case storage methods
* Shelving: Shelving comes in two

varieties: open shelving with no
back or sides, and closed or bin
shelving that has steel sides.

* Decked Rack: With decked rack
you essentially take standard
Selective Pallet Rack and place
plywood or steel mesh across each
bay. You can then place cartons on
this ‘deck’ and pick from it using
an Order Picker Truck.

* Carousels store cases on shelves
or in tote containers, which are
mounted on a giant revolving chain.

* A Miniload is an AS/RS which uses
trays or drawers stored in a giant
rack structure.

Material-handling vehicles
* Pallet Jacks: Also known as Pallet

Truck, this equipment has two forks
that fit into the slots of a pallet and
lift the load off the floor. There are
two types of Pallet Jacks: manual
and powered Pallet (battery-
operated) Jacks.
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WTO Director-General Pascal Lamy
told a press conference after the
conclusion of seventh ministerial
conference in Geneva on December
2 that ministers had expressed a
strong desire to conclude the Doha
Round quickly. This has provided the
“political energy” to organize work for
the coming months.
The work “roadmap” will be drawn up
when senior officials from members’
capitals come to Geneva in mid-
December, with the aim of setting the
tasks for the first quarter of 2010.
The date of the end of the first quarter
arises because if members can agree
on “modalities” — the formulas and
other outlines that form the blueprint
for the final agreement in agriculture
and non-agricultural market access —
by that time, they could reach a final
agreement by the end of the year.
Several ministers repeated their
desire to see the talks end by then.
Director-General Pascal Lamy, in his
speech to the UNIDO LDC Conference
in Vienna on 3 December 2009, said
he looked forward to continuing to
work with least-developed countries
and UNIDO in ensuring that “the
benefits of a more open trading system
translate into reality for developing
countries”.
Developing countries have been
adversely affected by the global
economic downturn, and the World
Trade Organization (WTO) needs to
be reformed, South Africa’s Trade and
Industry Minister Rob Davies said in
Geneva .
Addressing the WTO in the Swiss
capital, Davies said, “The current
economic crisis that began in the
developed world has impacted on the
developing countries in the form of
diminished investment flows as well
as the massive job losses and
increased levels of poverty.”    He said
trade imbalances between rich and
poor countries needed to be

* Order Picker Trucks are used to lift
the picker who has to pick the stored
item up so that he may pick cases
from the higher levels of the rack
without having to bring the pallet
down.

* Automated guided vehicles (AGVs):
As the name suggests, AGVs are
driverless trucks controlled by
remote computers.
